Regarding RCW 70.122.030 Directive to withhold or withdraw life-sustaining treatment:

1. The Elvina Roloff’s Directive is not part of Elvina Roloff’s medical records at the hospital,

2. The Elvina Roloff’s Directive is not part of Elvina Roloff’s medical records at Hospice SW,

3. There is NO written statement by the attending physician or any other physician that Elvina Roloff’s medical directive is in effect, that I can find, in her medical records.

4. There is one “Pt is DNR” notation in the notes of nurse York on January 31, 2001. There is no explanation as to how this DNR status was determined.

5. There is one “Pt is DNR” notation in the notes of social worker Krystal Ashling on February 3, 2001. There is no explanation as to how this DNR status was determined.

Designating someone as DNR (Do-Not-Resuscitate) is serious and it deserves more documentation than two “Pt is DNR” notations embedded in the other handwritten notes of an RN and a MSWC.

Dr. David Smith prescribed oxygen for Elvina Roloff’s home use. This contradicts her medical directive to withhold artificial life support. At the same time he prescribed Roxanol (morphine), which has the effect of suppressing the ability to breathe. Her medical directive did not request artificial acceleration of her death.

Regarding Elvina Roloff’s Medical Directive, Paragraph (1)(e) I understand the full import of this directive and I am emotionally and mentally capable to make the health care decisions contained in this directive.

1. Elvina Roloff had the disease called “Progressive Multifocal Leukoencephalopathy” according to Dr. David Smith. You can find his diagnosis on her Certificate of Death in Box 51, abbreviated as “Multifocal Leukoencephalopathy”. This is a disease of the brain.

2. Elvina Roloff showed symptoms of “Progressive Multifocal Leukoencephalopathy” as early as September 1999, documented by her medical records and her personal letter. It may also be documented in her personal diaries, but I have not been able to obtain even a copy of her personal diaries.

3. Considering that Elvina Roloff signed her Medical Directive on May 24, 2000, seven months after showing symptoms “Progressive Multifocal Leukoencephalopathy”, it is not reasonable to ask her to certify her own mental and emotional fitness. I do not believe that any of the personnel at Jackson, Jackson and Kurtz are qualified to determine the mental and emotional fitness of a person with “Progressive Multifocal Leukoencephalopathy”. Clues to her mental and emotional status may also be documented in her personal diaries, but I have not been able to obtain even a copy of her personal diaries. It is interesting to note that Marie Cheatham was aware of Elvina Roloff’s symptoms in September 1999 (documented in her medical records) and was at Jackson, Jackson and Kurtz’s office at the time of Elvina Roloff’s signing her medical directive (so said Douglas Whitlock).
